“When the church Prays, The chains will Fall”

Ac 12:5 
5 Peter therefore was kept in prison: but prayer was made without ceasing of the church unto God for him.
 6 And when Herod would have brought him forth, the same night Peter was sleeping between two soldiers, bound with two chains: and the keepers before the door kept the prison.
 7 And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands.
 8 And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And so he did. And he saith unto him, Cast thy garment about thee, and follow me.

Key Thought * When the church begins to really pray the chains of sin will begin to fall off and liberty will come*

The church up until the book of Acts had not really taken much thought to prayer. They had Jesus leading them and showing them how to pray but every time they went to a prayer meeting or were in a place of prayer, they were falling asleep.
Think about it like this, they went from a place of watching Jesus heal the sick and raise the dead to a point of running for their lives out of fear of death. 
It was not until they had watched their savior die and rise again, and had been given a commission by Jesus himself to terry in Jerusalem until they were endued by a power from on high. It was then that they began to take prayer seriously and it was not until then that they received an upper room experience. 
This world is in dire need of an upper room experience and it is up to you and I as the church to show this world us spirit filled believers call an apostolic experience.
How to improve the prayer?
1. The way you live weighs in on how much we pray
· Pr 15:29  The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the prayer of the righteous
· 1Ti 4:5 For it is sanctified by the word of God and prayer.
2. Prayer without fasting is just a request, however, when fasting is applied it becomes a petition to the king.
· Mt 17:20 And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you. 21 Howbeit this kind goeth not out but by prayer and fasting
· 1Co 7:5 Defraud ye not one the other, except it be with consent for a time, that ye may give yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again, that Satan tempt you not for your incontinency.
3. We must help each other
· Jas 5:16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.


It is not the will of God for the church of the living God to be put on hold. It is not the will of God for The saints to walk around bound by the same bondages that the world is bound in, chained up in the same chains that this world is chained up in.
The will of God is that his spirit of revival would be in every church that preaches the truth, that we would see signs and wonders that miracles should be delivered unto us and that the gifts of the spirit would be in use
